Vibrations

Nuts & bolts have a tendency to loosen up at unexpected times on your boat or trailer
and its a good idea to check them with a wrench at least once a year, along with winterizing
your boat or getting ready for the s»iling season,

The nut on the winch handle has a tendency to loosen, One good way to secure the handle

in place us te drill an 1/8" hole through the bolt, or better yet through the nut and bolt,
Then, put a cotter pin in to hold the nut securely in place.

TRAILER SAILORS

Wheels: Tires should ALWAYS be inflated to the manufacturer's
recommended pressure. Always carry a spare wheel and ajack thatfitthe
boat trailer. If wheel bearings are always dunked, waterproof bearings
and caps should be considered. If water gets into the hub, lubricating
grease will float away and bearings will burn out or seize, causing
da_mage and a safety hazard. Waterproofed bearings should be inspected
prior to each boating season, others more often. Special care should be

given when traveling on unimproved roadways with small-diameter
wheels.

We've all seen thgm along the
highway: The family car with a
boat in tow, pulled over and eve-
ryone out looking blankly at a
trailer wheel.

Most passersby probably as-
sume the problem i a flat tire,
but often it’s not.

“One of the most common
problems boaters have with their
trailers is wheel bearing failure
caused by corrosion,” says John
Adams, chief engineer, Ball and
Roller Bearing Group, Federal-
Mogul Corp.

“Trailers frequently sit for
long periods of time and then
have to perform at highway
speeds, usually in hot weather,”
he explains.

“By the time the boater ar-
rives at his destination, the
trailer wheels, bearings and
seals are heated up to their nor-
mal operating temperature, and
then are submerged in cold wa-
ter when the boat is launched.

‘“The rapid- temperature
change can cause pressure to
drop in the wheel cavity and this
can sometimes draw water past
the wheel seals, especially if the
seals are worn.

and the corrosion begins.”

The reason many trailer bear-
ings fail on the way to the lake
rather than on the way home is
because corrosion takes time.
The period when the boat and
trailer aren’t used in is the
perfect time for corrosion to do
its destructive job. .

The solution is simple, Ada
points out. Regular inspection
and -lubrication is the key to
avoiding wheel bearing prob-
lems. He recommends inspecting
the wheel bearings and seals
once a month during the boating
season to avoid trouble.

If there is any doubt, replacing
wheel seals is cheap insurance
against contamination.

Boaters should always service

‘the bearings and replace the

seals at the end of the season to
give these precision components
a fighting chance against the cor-
rosion that can set in during long
periods without use.

Inspecting the bearings and
seals again at the beginning of
the boating season will help pre-
vent failure due to corrosion that
might have formed since the

trailar wac lact usad.
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
