Mandeville Point - Sometimes called Mandeville Tip, falls under the
Jurisdiction ef San Jeaquin Parks & Recreatien., The facilities are re-
ported to be undeveleped, having much brush and only limited picnic
tables, fire pits and chemical tellets. Tent campling will be primitive,
at best. Deck space is abundant, first ceme basis. Alse, the bew-to-
shore stern anchoer method of anchoring can be used. Moters and snchers
are strongly receommended., The sail frem the launch ramp te M,T., is 7 n.nm.
and sheuld take only two teo three heurs, this will allow time fer the
ene-day beats to return befere dark.

Note: At lunch time en M.T. we can chart ether nearby areas to
spend the rest ef the weekend explering, 1i.e., circumventing Venice Tip.
